I believe the data shows that many of the students have achieved a pretty respectable level of competency in the area of taking derivatives.  

	I am extremely pleased with the results of this assessment, and congratulated the class as a whole for their excellent performance on this exam.  

Taking the derivative of a function is an essential skill of introductory calculus.  I believe that the grading method for this particular test acted as an incentive to students.  The accuracy that a student develops while preparing for this exam will serve them very well later in the course, when they will be required to apply these skills.
