6.  List the steps in the Use of Force Continuum.

7.  Evaluate the effects of stress as they relate to police culture and behavior.

8.  Retrieve case summaries from websites that identify civil liability issues relevant to criminal    justice practices.

9.  Develop standards for ethical police practice.

10.  Critique the pros and cons of current community policing practices.
