SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: IMPORTANT THINGS FOR YOU TO KNOW

Knowledge Checks: Knowledge checks will be given during the first 10 minutes of class covering material from readings in the text for that day.  Knowledge checks can NOT be made up.  Be sure to be on time to class!  There will be 7 Knowledge Checks, but only your best 6 scores will count towards your grade.
Journals: Reflective journal writing is different than other academic writing.  You will be asked to apply the material you learn in class to your own student and personal experiences.  Though this is more casual than other academic writing, students are expected to write with proper sentence structure and grammar.  Chat abbreviations or language are not acceptable in journal writing.  Journals will be at least one page typed, double spaced.   Place your name in the upper right hand corner.
Videos: The videos are posted in a folder within Angel.  The videos will acquaint you with the variety of services available to you as an LCCC student.  We will watch the Counseling, Academic Advising, and Academic Support Center Videos in class.  There will be 5 (five) additional videos to watch over the course of the term and answer two questions about each one:  what did you learn and how do you anticipate using the resource.  This will be submitted in the ANGEL Drop Box for videos.   
Late Assignments: Class assignments are due at class time on the due date.  If an assignment is turned in past 5:00 on the day it is due, five points will be deducted for each day the assignment is late.  Graded journals and other papers will be returned the next week.  
Computer Access/ANGEL:  You are not required to have a personal email in this course, but you will need access to the Internet.  We will use LCCC’s ANGEL Course Management System. You will learn to use functions in ANGEL such as course mail, discussion forums and assignment drop-boxes.  If you do not have access to the Internet, on-campus computer labs are available seven-days-a-week for students. 
Academic Integrity:  Students are expected to display ethical behavior at all times.  Cheating or plagiarism will not be tolerated.  Any student caught cheating or plagiarizing will automatically fail the course.  See the Student Code of Conduct in the LCCC College Catalog.
