COURSE INFORMATION

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Topics presented in this course prepare students to plan, design, install, configure, and troubleshoot a variety of current types of local area networks (LANs).  Students will identify and analyze various Local Area Networking topologies, transmission media (cable standards), network protocols, and internetworking devices.  Students will develop criteria for network components procurement, comparison and evaluation, and identify short and long term LAN requirements for a particular environment.  Students will learn the specifications of the various types of Ethernet and Token Ring networks and network operating systems such as Novell, Windows for Workgroups, Windows NT, Windows 2000, Lantastic and others, as well as their hardware and software requirements.

end will be provided to all students and staff.  The student is responsible for learning the material utilizing all possible assistance provided.
