WTEC 111 - Welding Specifications and Print Reading

2Credit Hours 
 

I. Prerequisite: None

II. Text: Welding Print Reading : John R.Walker, W.Richard Polanin   

III. Course Description: This course covers basic engineering drawing principles, fundamental concepts of welding specifications, symbols, equipment and operational safety, and blueprint reading as used in industry.  Laboratory exercises on print reading, interpretation and analysis, and safety procedures are emphasized.

V. Course Requirements:
