Syllabus: 

CISS 216 - WEB DEVELOPMENT

Description:

Web site development with a focus on design strategies, electronic publishing, and graphic layout for the evolving business world.  An overview of copyright, security, and domain name registration issues will also be covered.  HTML/XHTML, JavaScript, CSS and/or emerging languages will be used.

Outcomes:

· Demonstrate application of HTML, XHTML, CSS and web design concepts, including layout, typography and selection of the appropriate mix of text, images to create web pages that effectively communicate content.

· Demonstrate application of client-side scripting in enhancing web pages.

· Demonstrate application of accessibility, usability and maintainability objectives when creating web sites.

· Demonstrate application of techniques to work within the constraints which exist with web development.

Text and Materials:


Use currently listed textbooks from the Course Description and Student Outcomes sheet.
Storage Media (diskettes, thumb drive) – This is for your storage of assignments. All work will be turned in via Angel

Angel will also be used to communicate with students.

Instructor Approach

This is your class. Let me know what I can do to help you learn the material, as this is the reason we are here. Instructor Policies: 

Late Work (Note – students that have had me in the past, this policy may be different than the policy I have used in past semesters.)

Completing assignments on time is critical to being successful in this class. If you are able to complete the assignments correctly and on time, it is a strong indicator that you will be very successful in this class. In addition, by turning in assignments on time, you will receive timely feedback about your work – another necessary ingredient to learning the material. Therefore, I think it is appropriate to provide incentive for turning in assignments on time by penalizing late assignments. Additionally, a student that turns in a late assignment had more time to work on it and as such, should not receive equal credit to a student that turns in the assignment on time.

Yet, I realize that everyone has many responsibilities. Students may experience extenuating circumstances or may have difficulty with a particular assignment. As such, I do not want late penalties to be excessive for the conscientious student who occasionally has to turn in an assignment late. 

Therefore, I will deduct up to 10% of total points per day an assignment is late. I will base the points deducted on 3 factors: how late the assignment is, whether or not the student has  contacted me to discuss difficulties with the assignment or any other extenuating circumstances and the frequency of late assignments from the student. A student that turns in one assignment a day late when she has let me known she is ill will be penalized differently than a student that turns in every assignment a week late with no explanation. If you upload an assignment late, please remind me of any discussions we've had concerning the assignment, to reduce your penalties.

An additional incentive for turning in work on time: I may, in some cases, give you an opportunity to redo assignments that are not adequate for a higher grade – if a sincere effort is made and you do not complete an assignment successfully.  You are less likely to receive the opportunity to rework late assignments – the later the assignment, the less likely you will be to receive an opportunity to rework for a higher grade.  

Just as completing assignments correctly and on time is a strong indicator of being successful in the class, being  late or incorrect with assignments is often a sign that you need to either devote more time and effort to the class, or you need to talk to me about the difficulties you are having.

Incompletes

A grade of incomplete (I) is a contract between student and instructor.  Incompletes are awarded only under extenuating circumstances. The instructor should be notified as soon as possible of any circumstances which occur that will require a student to complete an incomplete. See LCCC  Catalog for more information.
