We are spotlighting Steven Hubbard, Physics Instructor from the Science and Math Division.  


Dr. Steven Hubbard received his doctoral degree in physics from Case Western Reserve University.





How long have you been teaching here at LCCC?


I joined the LCCC faculty in August of 2006.  Prior to this I have had a predominantly industrial career in product development.  However, I also served as an adjunct professor at John Carroll University from 2003 to 2005.





What classes do you teach?


At LCCC, I teach three different physics courses.  I teach a calculus-based physics course for engineering students.  I also teach an algebra-based course with similar content for life-science and other majors.  Finally, I am teaching Physics for Allied Health students.





What hobbies do you have outside your LCCC life?


Most of my life outside of LCCC revolves around my sons who are 4 and 3 respectively.  I enjoy several outdoor activities like cycling and camping which we’ll be able to do to greater degrees as the kids get older.  I’m an avid sports fan, and I refuse to grade anything on Saturdays due to the emotional ups and downs of Ohio State games.





How do you see your role in the educational process?


I am a very process-focused person, and my teaching philosophy reflects that.  I want my students to develop the critical-thinking skills that are necessary to understand physics (and many other fields).  It takes some courage on the part of the students to think critically about new concepts, and I believe that courage is easier to find when they have discussions with each other.  My role is to facilitate their discussion.  If they make an error in a physical concept, I can correct it and then let the discussion proceed.  Students learn more from each other than they do from me, and I use class-time to leverage that fact.





Do you have any unique activities that you would be willing to share with the campus community? 


I recognize that Six Sigma has been brought to LCCC.  In my past career, I was a Six Sigma black belt who applied these tools to new product development.  While the application of Six Sigma to educational processes will certainly be different than that applied to product development, I think we could engage a dynamic exchange of ideas on this topic. 





What type of student is your ideal student?


My favorite students are those who come to class ready to work.   For too long, physics classes involved sitting passively through a lecture and then going home and working on homework and labs.   Modern pedagogical research shows that this is not the best way to help students learn, so lecture sessions have become increasingly interactive.  I like students who are ready to think and discuss the material during class.  The important part of this interaction is that the students should not be afraid of being wrong.  When they can speak out with an answer – even an incorrect answer – that is a learning opportunity for someone.    These open discussions help the learning process, and I am always appreciative of students who participate (most of them).





What type of student is your nightmare student?


I hesitate to describe any student as a nightmare.  There are particular attitudes that I have a difficult time handling, however.  The most apparent one of these are students who believe that they are simply entitled to receive the correct answer to any question put before them.  I put a question to the class, and some (very few) students will sit there and wait until the class reaches an answer.  Then they simply write down what everyone else deduced.  No learning.  No interest in learning.  These students are hard for me to reach, and I continue to search for new methods to get them involved in the class.





How has LCCC changed since you started working here?


As I mentioned, I just started in August.  The biggest change at LCCC is that it’s a little bit colder outside.

As an avid email user, I have noticed that email correspondence can definitely be misconstrued.  I too, at times, have felt that the student at the other end seemed demanding, impatient, or inappropriate.  Maybe it can be attributed to the anonymity of students using this medium in internet courses or the increasing use of text messaging overflowing into the style of students’ emails.





 Just recently, I addressed my classes (jokingly) that I get up in the middle of the night around 2:30 a.m. just in case they emailed me. They laughed and I launched my email etiquette speech regarding emails.  Helpful hints included:  putting their name in the subject line if their email name was � HYPERLINK "mailto:greatguy007@hotmail.com" ��greatguy007@hotmail.com�, including an appropriate greeting, and telling the professor what class they are in.  It is my belief that email is an incredible tool that students and professors can use to: communicate when it is convenient for both parties, clarify goals of class assignments and course content, and correspond pertinent information that may be timely, resulting in student success. 





As with any new pattern of social change, it may take time for students to learn the “norms” of email etiquette. Perhaps by discussing it in class or making it part of the syllabus, we can learn to communicate via email and not be misconstrued. 





As an added side note, after replying to a colleague that I was “exceedingly impressed with his email correspondence,” he replied, “it is just PRACTICE that accounts for my "success" with e-mail.” He has sent 14,418 e-mails since 2001(approx.195 per month).

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Human Growth and Development, PSYH 251, is in the process of being re designed to pilot for fall 2007.  The psychology course (being re designed by James Jordan), will combine traditional lecture with internet based learning.  Forty students will attend one lecture for 75 minutes per week while internet based learning will constitute the remaining 75 minutes per week.  Forty additional students will attend a separate but similar lecture on a different day.  One forty seat classroom will now accommodate two sections (80 student’s total) which frees up valuable classroom space.  This blended course re design will blend positive aspects of land-based and web based instruction while reducing negative aspects of both learning styles.  In re designing the course, adjunct faculty team members (Barbara Schuckman and Sharon Miller) have discovered a vast array of web based videos, experiences, and text discussions that will increase student mastery of the subject matter.

ROUNDTABLES DISCUSSIONS

















On Oct. 16, Ben Cordry of the Division of Arts and Humanities presented a lecture for the Center for Teaching Excellence entitled “A very short account of the very long story of subjectivism:  modern philosophy, post-positivism, and vampire-zombies!!!”  This was the first in a two part series dealing with subjectivism among students.  For the subjectivist, each person is his/her own ultimate standard for truth, justification, value, and meaning.  This has become, in many contexts, a kind of “folk philosophy” for our students.  This lecture presented the roots of this type of folk philosophy in the thinking of Descartes, Locke, Hume, and Kant.  The lecture concluded by suggesting that a philosophy such as Wittgenstein’s, which sees all norms as socially embedded rather than subjectively determined, might provide a way out.




















Want a little TLC?  That is exactly what students, tutors and teachers got attending a workshop called Touch Learn Connect Math.  Dorothy D. Johnson and Elizabeth Behrouzi, wrote a CTE Innovation’s grant last February to offer hands-on mathematics to students in MTHM 021, 026 and 027, to tutors and to adjunct instructors.   With the support of Cheryl Miltner and Kathryn McNary, the workshop was a great success.   





Dorothy and Elizabeth designed the workshops to do three things:  1) train teachers to use manipulatives in the classroom, 2) train and provide tutors with a visual, hands-on resource and, 3) give students an opportunity to visualize their mathematics and provide a resource for further study.


Flyers and invitations were designed by Cheryl Miltner.  The special invitation was sent out to students who have failed the first exam in MTHM 021, 026 and 027.  It was proposed that by training instructors and providing the resource, there was another line of defense for at-risk students.  With the help of Kathryn McNary, the tutors were trained on the hands-on manipulatives to connect classroom and tutoring.  We provided two workshops here at LCCC and at the suggestion of their Director, Generosa Lopez-Molina, took the show on the road to the St Joe’s facility.  Future workshops are being planned.
