Forgiveness of Grades Petition

Lorain County Community College recognizes that students may not be able to
overcome previously earned poor grades in order to meet new career and educational
goals and/or to meet graduation requirements. Academic Forgiveness may be granted
one time only at the discretion of the Committee on Scholastic Standing providing all of
the following requirements have been met. A student:

¢ Must be a currently enrolled LCCC student.

¢ Must have completed a minimum of 15 credit hours of coursework
at LCCC with a 2.0 GPA of higher since the last term in which
forgiveness is being requested.

e Can only have grades of “D” or “F” forgiven.

e Can not request forgiveness for courses required for their current
program of study.

¢ May have no more than 10 semester hours or 15 quarter hours of
coursework forgiven (or a combination to equal 10 semester hours).

e Can not have courses forgiven that were a part of a previously
earned Associate degree or Certificate of Proficiency at LCCC.

All original grades will be included in the GPA calculation for graduation with honors.
