• Estimated 10% of Lorain County pre-
schoolers were overweight in 2006 

• By 3rd grade, 45% of Lorain County 
children were classified as “overweight” or 
“obese” compared to 35% in Cuyahoga 
County and 36% statewide



Smoking

• 20.5% of pregnant women in 2006 
smoked versus 17.4% earlier in the 
decade

• 10.8% of youth used cigarettes within past 
30 days in 2009 and over ¼ have smoked 
at some time

• 22.4% of adults said they smoke every 
day or some days as of 2008-09
